Salvation

1:2 “sanctified in Christ Jesus” and “called to be saints”. Makes it sound like we have already been sanctified, but are not yet saints.

1:21 God decided to save those who believe Paul’s proclamation.

1:30 God “is the source of your life in Christ Jesus, who became for us wisdom from God, and righteousness and sanctification and redemption.

2:7 God decreed a secret plan before the ages for our glory.

2:9 God has prepared great things for us.

3:1-4 Paul is disappointed that the Corinthians are still “merely human” and not living in love.

3:11-15 Everything will be tested with fire on the Day, and the works each person has laid on the foundation of Christ will be revealed.

4:5 The Lord in judgement will bring to light hidden things and disclose the inner purposes and he will commend them.

5:5 Excommunicate (?) someone to save their spirit?

9:19-27 Paul tries to “save” people so that he might “share in” the Gospel’s blessing [ie be raised from the dead?]

10:31-11:1 Paul does everything to save people, not for his own advantage.

15:2 Salvation comes through the message of Christ’s death and resurrection if you believe in it and continue to do so.

Miscellaneous

1:9 “God is faithful”, He called us “into the fellowship of His Son”

1:21-23 Everything is yours (heirs of all?)

1:24, 27-29 God chose people according to His purposes. [However it makes perfect sense to read “called” as everyone.]

5:7 Christ’s ‘paschal lamb’ connected to new life free from evil

6:2-3 The saints will judge the world and the angels.

6:11 You were sanctified and justified in the name of Jesus

6:17 in being united with the Lord you become one in spirit with him.

6:19-20 Your body is not your own for you were bought at a price
