1 Thessalonians
1:3 Paul remembers their “work of faith and labour of love and steadfastness of hope in our Lord Jesus Christ.”

1:4-5 The conviction of the Spirit was a sign of God’s choice of them. [Calvinism?]

1:6-7 It was their own goodness that led them to faith. [Non-Calvinistic, ambiguous]

1:9 They turned from idols to God

1:8 Their faith in God is widely known.

1:10 We wait for the Son from Heaven [amb: who will come back from heaven, or who is from heaven], who was raised from the dead. Jesus rescues us from the coming wrath.

2:2 Paul declared the gospel of God.

2:4 He was “approved by God to be entrusted with the message of the gospel”.

2:9 Paul proclaimed the gospel of God.

2:12 Paul urged, encouraged and pleaded they live a life worthy of God. God calls them into his own kingdom and glory.

2:15-16 God is displeased by the Jews preventing Paul from saving Gentiles by speaking to them.

2:16 God’s wrath has overtaken the Jews in punishment for their sins.

2:19 Jesus will come.

3:2 “gospel of Christ”

3:5 Paul was afraid their faith would have gone due to persecution.

3:10 Paul wants to “restore whatever is lacking in your faith.”

3:12 May God give you love for one another.

3:13 May you be holy and blameless before God at the coming of Jesus and his saints.

3:3-6 God is their sanctification (?). God will that they do not fornicate, have bodily self control, and do not wrong others in those ways or God will avenge the wrong.

4:10-12 Grow in love, be good people.

4:14 Just as Jesus died and rose, the dead will come with God (when He comes?).

4:15-16 When the Lord comes the living won’t precede the dead. As Christ descends from heaven, the dead will rise.

4:17 Then the living will be “caught up in the clouds together with them to meet the Lord in the air” and then be with the Lord forever.

5:2 The day of the Lord will come secretly and stealthily:

5:3 Destruction will come upon them when they least expect it.

5:8 Put on the “breastplate of faith and love, and for a helmet the hope of salvation.”

5:9 “God has destined us not for wrath but for attaining salvation through” Jesus.

5:10 “who died for us” so that “we may live with him.”

5:12-13 “Esteem” Pastors “very highly in love because of their work.”

5:14-15, 22 Do good.
5:16-18 Rejoice and pray and thank God always.

5:19 “Do not quench the Spirit”

5:20 Don’t despise prophecies.

5:23 May God sanctify you entirely. May you be blameless at the coming of Christ.

5:24 God is faithful.
