Philippians
1:5 The Philippians shared in the Gospel.

1:6 God will bring his good work in the Philippians to completion by the Day of Christ.

1:7 They shared in “the defence and confirmation of the Gospel.”

1:8-11 Paul’s prayer is for the Philippians to grow in love and knowledge so that they will have “produced the harvest of righteousness” and be pure and blameless on the day of Christ.

1:15-18 It doesn’t matter why Christ is proclaimed so long as he is. Implies the gospel is the proclamation of Christ.

1:25 Paul desires to die and be with Christ.

1:27 The Philippians should live worthily of the gospel and strive “for the faith of the gospel” against opponents.

1:28 It [probably the gospel, possibly the unity of believers] is evidence of the destruction of the opponents and the salvation of believers.

1:28-29 God has granted the Philippians the privilege of believing and suffering.

2:1-4 Be loving and unselfish.

2:6 Christ had equality with God and was in the form of God.

2:7 Christ “emptied himself” and took human likeness.

2:8 He was obedient even to death on a cross.

2:9 For this reason [his obedience, his death, his humbleness or all of it?] God exalted him.

2:11 Every tongue should [or shall?] confess Jesus as Lord.

2:12 “work out your own salvation with fear and trembling”

2:13 God is at work in you.

2:14-15 Do everything without complaint so you cannot be faulted.

2:16 Hold fast to “the word of life”.

3:4-6 Paul lists his human qualities: Israelite, zealous Pharisee & (vs 6) “as to righteousness under the law, blameless.”

3:7-8 But this all sucks compared to Christ.

3:9 Paul doesn’t want to have “a righteousness of my own that comes from the law, but one that comes through faith in Christ [or the faith of Christ], the righteousness from God based on faith.

3:10-11 Paul wants to be like Christ so that he might obtain resurrection form death. [he seems uncertain about whether he will]

3:12-13 He’s not sure he’s achieved it but he’s focused on trying.

3:14 He presses on following Christ’s upward call.

3:15 Those who are “mature” will agree with this.

3:16 Let us hold to “what we have attained” already.

3:17 Imitate me.

3:18-19 Many live as enemies of the cross. It is a sorrowful thing, and they will end up destroyed as their focus is on fleshly satisfaction.

3:20 By contrast we are focussed on above, and expecting Christ’s salvation from above.

3:21 Christ will transform our bodies and make them like his glorious one as Christ rules all (esp. death?).
4:3 Paul’s coworkers’ “names are in the book of life”.

4:4-6 Rejoice always. Be gentle. “The Lord is near” [God is with us OR the end is coming soon?] Don’t worry. Pray instead.

4:7 God’s peace will be upon you.

4:8 Think about honourable things.

4:9 If you keep on doing good things God will be with you.

4:15 “the early days of the gospel”
