2 Corinthians
1:5 The sufferings of Christ are abundant for us.

1:9-10 God rescues us from the peril of death.

1:21-22 God establishes us in Christ and gives us the Spirit to start the process off.

2:11 Satan tries to outwit Christians and cause people’s ruin.

2:12 ‘Gospel’ mentioned.

2:15-16 Something very confusing about salvation and perishing and the message.

2:17 Paul is not a mere peddler of God’s word.

3:7 The Mosaic covenant was “the ministry of death”

3:9 It was “the ministry of condemnation” as opposed to the “ministry of justification” or (vs 8) “the ministry of the spirit”

3:12 “the Lord is the Spirit”, it is “the Spirit of the Lord”

3:18 We are being transformed in his “image from one degree of glory to another”

4:3 The gospel may be veiled to some, but they are perishing anyway.

4:4 The God of this world has blinded them. The Gospel is “of the glory of Christ, who is the image of God”

4:5 Paul’s proclamation is of the Lordship of Christ.

4:6 God has revealed his glory by showing us Christ.

4:14 Paul knows God will raise him and the Corinthians like Christ.

4:16-17 In life the body dies but the inner self is renewed in preparation for glory beyond all measure.

5:3 (???) whether you get an eternal body is God’s judgement (?)

5:4 We desire “that what is mortal may be swallowed up by life”

5:5 God has granted this desire and the Spirit is a guarantee.

5:6, 8 Hence Paul has confidence of his resurrection.

5:10 Everyone (or all Christians?) will be judged by Christ for good and evil deeds.

5:14 One died for all, therefore all (jews and gentiles, or Christians, or everyone?) died.

5:15 He died for all, so that all might live for him rather than themselves. (?)

5:16 Christ once had flesh.

5:18 God reconciled us to Him. He have the “ministry of reconciliation”.

5:19 In Christ, God was reconciling the world to himself and giving us the message of reconciliation (to give to others).

5:20 Therefore we ask people to be reconciled to God.

5:21 Christ became sin so that we might become the righteousness of God.

7:10 Godly grief (at bad actions) produces repentance (in Christians in this case) that leads to salvation, but worldly grief produces death.

8:9 Christ “became poor” for us so that by this we would “become rich”
9:7-12 God will bless in every way those who give (in this case, money).

9:13 Christians “confess” the gospel of Christ.

10:4-5 We destroy opposing human arguments with divine aid.

11:4 Do not receive a different spirit or a different gospel.

11:13 “I proclaimed the gospel of God”.

11:14 Satan even disguises himself as an angel of the light.

11:15 “Their end will match their deeds” [amb: Hell or temp. judgement]

11:23-27 Paul lists his sufferings.

12:2-7 Paul speaks of the visions and revelations given in “the third heaven” to “a person” [probably Paul].

13:13 Son, Father and Spirit together in one verse.
