· The shifting of schools between classes this year would have left Class B East and West very unbalanced.  The MPA has balanced these classes by asking certain B East teams to switch to B West.  A final list of classification can be found on the MPA website when it is finished.  

· The MCCA , on recommendation from many Class D coaches, asked that classes A and D, at the State Championship be separated.  Instead of separating the classes, the Committee voted to split them D-A-A-D-A-A.
· Spotters are recomended for all competitions and will definitely be at all MPA mandated events.  The recommended session fee for spotters is $40 per session

· There has been a proposal for teams to be able to start in any position on the floor.

· Also, there are many coaches and athletic directors that would like to see the competitive cheering season pushed back a few weeks.  It would help alleviate some of the scheduling of practices , games, and holidays that complicate our season.  There are many reasons on both sides of the issue.
