Teams must decide and inform the referee before commencement of play whether centerline restarts or goal line restarts will be used. (standard ICF is centreline)

Team Entry:
At least one member of your team must come along to the Shirley Community Centre (cnr Shirley Rd and Slater St) at 7 pm on the evening of Wedesday 8th April and enter your team by submitting a list of players as per the attached form, and paying all entry fees. (Minimum all comp fees payable, + affiliation etc for 5 players if team members have not been finalised).


Following entries, there will be a reasonably brief review of duty requirements for all teams and basic refereeing which you will be required to stay for. This is to try to reduce the burden on organisers having to tidy up after everyone.

B/C Grade teams will  be ranked by  grading matches on Wed 29th April.
Team Duties:
Each team is required to perform timekeeping, scoring, refereeing and possibly further duties for a game prior to or following their own, approximately every second week. These duties will be outlined on the competition draw.


Duties not performed will result in forfeiture of that week’s game points.

This is a non-profit enterprise and nobody is being paid to run the competition.

The success of the competition depends on everybody doing their part.
Membership:
Each team member must be a member of a canoe club affiliated to the NZCPA.
Players:

Any team with two or less of it’s original members on the water 3 mins after the arranged match start time will forfeit its game points. 

Grades:
Every team must have a minimum of 5 players. In general players cannot play down or across grades but can play up a grade if required to fill in. Players may play down the grades but in a coaching type arrangement, they may not goal-keep or score and if they are dominating or affecting play too much they may be asked to leave the game (“Coach” to be named on the “Team List). A team that has other players from above or across divisions playing for them immediately forfeits their match points but the match will be allowed to proceed.

Referee:
There will be one referee each game who will receive reimbursement of their team entry fee. This referee is expected to have at least a district refereeing qualification, however this may be gained later in the season with payment in arrears. Reimbursement is $10 per game. The duty team will supply the second referee.

Game Times: 
Unless entries dictate otherwise, games are played within a 30 minute time slot. Playing time is to be 24 minutes. This has been scheduled as two 12 minute halves. Any match time lost due to lack of organization by either team will be divided into the halves.

Hire Gear: 
Canoes and gear will be available for hire by prior arrangement. MCPA has its own set of polo equipment - Please look after it and return it in a tidy manner to the gear cage.
Personal gear: Personal gear may be used as long as it is not deemed dangerous under scrutineering by the referee (see Rules). Buoyancy vests must have padding at front, back and sides. Paddle edges should be at least 5mm thick. (No longer a 4mm allowance)

Pool Entry:
Pool entry cost is covered under the competition entry fee. 

Gear Storage:
There is no storage available at QE2 for personal equipment. 

Sanitation:
As long as boats are visibly clean they are fine to enter. 

Pool Access:
We have been granted access via a rear door and boats must come through this door. Players may enter through this entrance or the main entrance. Cars must drop off boats and park in the regular car park.
Disputes:
Any disputes regarding specific matches must be received by the organising committee in writing or via e-mail no longer than 1 week after the disputed match has been completed. Long term disputes will be received in writing or via e-mail as soon as an issue becomes apparent.
