Remit for Mainland Canoe Polo Association Special General Meeting

to be held on Wednesday 8th April 2009

at Shirley Community Centre, Cnr Slater Street and Shirley Road, Shirley

Background

Mainland Canoe Polo Association Incorporated applied to the Charities Commission to be registered as a Charity. While the Commission accepted that MCPA's purposes are charitable, our application did not meet the registration requirements due to the wording of our winding up clause. They consider that our 'rules are not sufficient to ensure surplus property is used for charitable purposes'  but have said that if we amend clause 20.2 to add the word 'charitable' then this would meet their requirements. 
We propose a motion be moved to amend Clause 20.2 of MCPA's rules to require surplus property to "...firstly be given or transferred to the Association, or secondly to another organisation within New Zealand having charitable objectives similar to the Objectives of MCP ..." 

Clause 20.2 – to be amended to read
"...firstly be given or transferred to the Association, or secondly to another organisation within New Zealand having charitable objectives similar to the Objectives of MCP ..." 

Currently
20. 2. If upon the winding up of MCP there remains after the satisfaction of all its debts and liabilities any property whatsoever the same shall not be paid to or distributed among the members of MCP, but shall firstly be given or transferred to the Association, or secondly to another organisation within New Zealand having objectives similar to the Objectives of MCP, or thirdly to some other charitable purpose within New Zealand.
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
