The word "democracy" is used to justify everything from forced schooling to brutal wars, and we celebrate it?  Democracy now is not what it was meant to be.  It was meant to be the ideal of political power being held by the people, not by kings or presidents or dictators, but by people.

This fall, we will have the choice between two rich, white men both of which are equally controlled by corporate interests.

It is time that we move democracy to a point most radical.  Where all power is decentralized, where politicians and rulers are eliminated, and all voting is direct, local, and everywhere.  Your voice will extend from your community to your school to your workplace.

This is anarchism.  A society without rulers, where organization is based on consent, not violence, and where power is in the hands of the people.  The anarchist is simply a revolutionary democrat, and anarchism is simply radical democracy.

Think when you vote in the next election:  Who wins?  When voting is reduced to electing which figurehead will control you until the next election, then no matter who you vote for, government wins.

ABSTAIN!

And in the meantime, fight towards a new revolution!
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
