What is "Class War?"  Anarchists use the term all the time, but what does it mean?

Think of a line drawn in the sand.  On one side are the rich, the elite, those who have control over our homes, our food, our communities, and most of all, our freedom.  They own the banks, they run our children's schools, they sign our  paychecks. On the other side, there's us.  You and me.  The everyday people who are living day to day, surviving, and most of all, working hard...  For who?  Them.  Those who are on the other side of the line.  They profit off of our hard work.

The class war is simply deciding which side of this line in the sand you are on.  The rich and powerful, they know what side they are on, but most everyday people don't know. The Class War was created the day that there became a division between the haves and the have-nots.  The Class War began the day that a government was created to keep the everyday people from kicking out the line in the sand and declaring "We will no longer live under your thumb!" to the people on the other side.  The Class War began with the first polluted river. The Class War began the day that a single person died in the name of profit and greed.

And so, we must fight a Class War.  We all must decide whose side we are on:  will we apologize for the elite, the powerful, and hope that they will drop us a few extra crumbs from their table full of food?  Or will we stand up with our fellow workers and our neighbors, regardless of race, religion, gender, and say "Enough!"
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Because, as much as they want us to think otherwise, the world, and it's inhabitants, can no longer afford the rich. 
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
