In Rockford, Illinois, construction continues to extend a road through the property of Tom and Jan Ditzler.  The Ditzler’s have owned this land for over 30 years, and in that time have kept it in perfect condition, adding only their home and a small shed.  On this land are sacred Native American burial grounds that date back to the time of Christ.

Winnebago County has plans for an unnecessary road project that goes directly through the Ditzler farm.  At first, they were using a law called “Quick Take” which allowed them to seize the property, build the road, and deal with the owners later.  At the last minute, Governor Ryan vetoed the “Quick Take” bill.

How did the county respond?  They decided to go ahead with the project, however illegal it was.  This is a 17 million dollar project which is corrupt at almost all levels, so the road building continues, trees continue to be cut down, and Winnebago County readies this beautiful land for all the Seven-Elevens, McDonalds, and Speedways that it can hold.

The Kent Creek Occupation, however, has a different plan.

The KCO is a grouping of environmentalists and concerned citizens that have set up a camp with the intent of stopping the road in any way that we can.  Tree sits, road blockades, civil disobedience, we are intent on keeping this land natural and protected from urban sprawl.
