Mook 9: "Pictures in the brain?"  systematic desensitization therapy, p342: real nature of "thinking, wishing, and image formation." Unwanted images: white bear, Wegner's "thought control," thought suppression findings (ringing bells), reason for rebound, search image and lookout, bouncer and distractors, moving to a new room, red sports cars, suppression and rebound, security blankets.  Wegner and keeping secrets - syn​thetic obsession!! Schemas, scripts, players, Dorothy Holland's girls and jerks.  

Mook 3: What is a drive? a motivational state?  Richter and drives.  Local sign theories of hunger & thirst - right/wrong?  two kinds of thirst, double depletion hypothesis (why?), satia​tion of thirst: voluntary dehydration, how to show separate influence of mouth, stomach; cell hydration, blood volume. Angiotensin. When salt seeking? Hunger: Mayer's glucostatic hypothesis, diabetics, brain damaged rats and glucose, satiation of glucose, why glucostatic theory not enough - summary of evidence, specific hungers, influence of mouth, stomach, intestines. Human satiety and liquid diet, preloading, tube feeding, intravenous feeding, CCK effect and caution -  Long-term feeding, human regulation of weight, rat regula​tion, set point, "treacherous body," how set point is adjusted, *(Schachter's extraordinary facts: characteris​tics of VMH rat, comparison with human obese, taste, stomach, work, emotion, almonds, amount/ number/speed of eating meals - interpretation.) Stimulus factors: support for Schachter, taste evocation, dietary obesity, LeMagnen's 4 fla​vors, taste/smell and deprivation and taste, Cabanac's alliesthesia, honey and getting fat, faces of rats and infants.  Relation to Pierce & Epling's findings?  What is activity anorexia?  What do starving conscientious objectors do? Why do rats and people do that?

Mook 5: *(The problem of categories for brain functions, phrenology, Fritsch & Hitzig, Broca, excitatory and inhibitory systems), Dethier's fly in the sugar solution, spinal reflexes, Bard's cat: spinal behavior & midbrain & hypothalamus,  Stellar's dual centers, thirst, sex, attack reflexes, old(old) theory of feeding and the hypothalamus, *limbic system, *Papez, amygdala, Klüver/Bucy syndrome, *psychic blindness, Olds' discovery, *Delgado's bull, *thalamus *basal ganglia,  *priming, *Stein's neurotransmitter systems, Revised views: VMH/LH and multiple effects, overall effects, the meaning of the "throughway," dopamine and reward - evidence, *problems with that, *Valenstein's theory, *Glickman & Schiff: motor control, extrapyramidal system, Olds' two choices, amygdala role, McDou​gall's probable reaction, relation to Mook's three systems.
