Our programme for the March Concert will involve a large number of performers, in the form of a Choir and a Brass Ensemble.  From experience, we know that our audience looks forward to a performance which includes singing, and this time there will be a choice of Operatic, Sacred and Light music.





The Spectrum Brass Quintet & Ensemble, under the direction of Mro. Alfred Farrugia, was founded in 2004. They are a group of musicians from the Queen Victoria Band of Zurrieq, who have been taking part for the last few years in the Holy Week functions in Siggiewi and the Christmas celebrations in Zurrieq.  Lately they have come together with the Sine Macula Choir to provide the music for three evenings in aid of the Little Sisters of the Poor and a Radio campaign in aid of the Sacred Heart Institute of Zurrieq.  For the MCI Concert the Quintet has been enlarged to include two extra Clarinettists and two Percussionists from the Queen Victoria Band of Zurrieq. 





The Sine Macula Choir was founded in 1983 by its present director, Mro. Tony Pace.  Its original aim was the animation of the Holy Liturgy in the village of Safi.  The choir has now evolved into an interesting ensemble promoting musical culture among its members and the various audiences who have listened to its concerts.  They have sung in many Maltese and Gozitan Churches and participated three times in the Malta International Choir Festival.  Last November (2006), this Festival was organized by Musicamundi and Interkultur and the Choir was awarded Bronze level certificates.  The Choir has now extended its repertoire to include different genres of music.  It is made up of around 30 choristers coming from all walks of life and whose ages span three generations.





Our programme this time will consist of around 75 minutes of non-stop music and, as usual we expect a large audience; so it would be wise for our patrons to make sure of a good seat by being at the Casino Maltese relatively early.  We look forward to seeing you all on Monday 5th March at 7:00 pm.
