I would like to tell you about the atrtists taking part in our May Monday Ovation.





Pianists Erica Mifsud, Louise Cini, Mariette Borg  are all making their debut on our platform.  They are advanced pupils of Miss Roseanne Bellizzi.





Baritone Joe Huber was born in Valletta and educated at the Lyceum, St Michael’s training College and the University of Malta .  He holds the L.R.S.M. in singing (Perf.).  Joe Huber pursued musical studies in Italy , at the Conservatorio Giuseppe Verdi in Milan , at the Accademia Musicale Chigiana in Siena and at the Accademia di Santa Cecilia in Rome . He had started singing in the tenor range but since 1989 has been active as a baritone.  As tenor, Joe Huber performed extensively in Opera, Oratorio and Recitals. Since the early 1980’s he has premiered modern revivals of baroque compositions preserved at the Mdina Cathedral Musical Archives.  As Baritone he sang the leading role in the School of Music ’s production of ‘Jeannot et Colin’ by Nicolo’ Isouard, also translating the French dialogues into Maltese.  Outside Malta he has performed in England ( London , Portsmouth ), Wales , Germany ( Bonn , Adenau), Italy (Milano, Rome , Siena ) and Turkey ( Istanbul ).





Dr. Romina Morrow certainly needs no introduction to our platform.  She is a regular accompanist in our concerts, where she performs almost every month, giving valuable support to the singers and instrumentalists and contributing towards their success.





The Dance Workshop was founded by Theresa Lungaro-Mifsud in 1999. Theresa’s experience in guiding young dancers from their first steps to pursuing a career in the theatre has helped make The Dance Workshop one of Malta’s leading dance centres, which offers outstanding dance tuition for children, youths, and adults. Children aged 3-6 years, will thrive in creative ballet classes, while older students can choose from a wide selection of dance styles, including Ballet, Contemporary, Spanish, and Modern Dance, from recreational to pre-professional levels. Every year, students from The Dance Workshop are successfully auditioning for international vocational academies of standing. In 2005, The Dance Workshop became the first ballet school in Malta to be awarded recognition by the Imperial Society of Teachers of Dancing as an Approved Centre. The studios are situated within the National Pool Complex in Gzira.  The premises include two fully equipped studios catering for all styles of Theatrical Dance.
