Tips to Help Your Items Sell Better

CLOTHING:

· Due to the many items being sold we recommend that you price competitively.  A good basic guide is to price 1/4  to 1/3 of the original price.  Keep in mind the quality, name brand, and condition of your items. Think carefully before you price your items and price reasonably. Also think about what you would be willing to pay for that item. 

· We have many shoppers who come during the ½ price sale just looking for the red tagged ½ price items.  If you are planning on donating your unsold items price them with a red tag to give your items an extra chance to sell. 
· We have an abundance of infant and small baby clothing items. Price them a little cheaper if you want them to sell. 

· Spending a little "extra" time getting your items ready. This will mean more money for you.  

· Clean, ironed and fresh smelling clothing sell better.  Close buttons, snap snaps and zip zippers. Mend or repair any loose hems, buttons, etc. Shoppers notice these things and will purchase items that look their best and have working parts.   

· Remove stains from items (See the links below for helpful hints.) 

· Sets tend to sell better than separates, if possible match your separates up. (a shirt with a pair of jeans, khaki’s, skirt or with overalls)

· Make sure all furniture, equipment, and toys are clean. A little soap and water goes a long way in the appearance of items. 

TOYS:

· Place small loose pieces in a zip lock bag, and tape them to the top of the item to secure the pieces.  

· Puzzles are easily packaged by wrapping them in saran wrap and then sealing with packing tape on the back.  (This keeps all the pieces together!) 

· If the toy requires batteries, included them. (Dollar Tree has batteries for $1) Shoppers want to make sure the items are in working order before they buy.
