Computer architecture = Instruction set architecture + Machine organisation

Instruction set architecture – interface between the hardware and low-level software

Instruction Set Architecture
· Organisation of storage: registers, memory

· Representations of data

· Instruction set

· Instruction formats

· Modes of addressing and accessing data

· Exceptional conditions

· Advantage: enables different implementations of the same architecture

· Disadvantage: may prevent using new innovations 
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
