We loved the way he joked and
made silly faces at the cameramen and how he
kept bringing up the words, "smokey farts,"
meaning the entrance stage fog.

Before each PBS taping, Barry explained that
the first thing we’d see would be the cameraman
coming out to film what he sees when entering
the stage. We were to clap and cheer as though
it were Barry himself. But when the music
started, and the cameraman came out, Barry was
behind the cameraman hamming it up clapping
and waving us on to cheer. It was hysterical!
