5.
Absentee work is due within one week of your absence. Work will not be accepted after that date unless special arrangements have been made with Mr. Manroe.

Classroom Expectations

1.
Be in class on time, with your materials, and maintain the five-day workweek. Materials include your notebook, a 3-ring binder, and writing materials. Colored pencils are optional but have been recommended by previous students.

Give your respect and attention to those who are speaking.

3.
Follow directions and maintain a safe laboratory environment.

4.
Show respect to everything in the classroom; people, their opinions, and all specimens living or deceased.

5. The bathroom pass is for emergencies only and no hall pass will be given to go to your locker to get materials.  (see school rules)

Grading Policy

1. Student’s grades are based on the accumulation of points.  Each assignment has a point value and all work may be tracked on your assignment list. My grading scale is a percentage value of the total points: 90% - 100% = A, 80% - 89% = B, 70% - 79% = C, 60% - 69% = D, and less than 59% = failure. 

2. You will receive a copy of the essay questions for each exam. There are absolutely no surprises! However, if you are absent the day before a test, you will be expected to take the test on the day you return.

3. Your exams are multiple choice and essay. Only the essay portion of an exam may be re-taken.

Grades are posted once a week and are posted according to your secret number. If you have any questions about your grade, please feel free to ask me. 

5.
Your citizenship grade is a combination of your behavior in class as well as your effort within my class. CPH has a citizenship grading policy concerning attendance. Three tardies or three unexcused absences will result in an F in citizenship. Be sure to show me your cleared admit cards! Students are expected to work to the best of their ability and students who work below their ability level will also see their lack of effort reflected in their citizenship grade. (See SUHSD Education Code)

Maintain your focus and never lose sight of our objective, the preparation of students for a four-year university. In order to develop these skills you must be motivated from within. Realize the habits and patterns you establish now will support or limit your future.

Horseplay, the misuse of lab equipment, lab specimens, or lab materials WILL NOT BE TOLERATED and will result in the immediate removal of the student(s) from the laboratory.  Disciplinary action will be dealt with on a case-by-case basis.
