Cooking Corner (By Paul Self)

Tejas Onion-Ranch Baked Catfish 

Catfish fillets                                                Hidden Valley Ranch Dressing 
Canned French-fried onion rings                 Lawry's Seasoning salt 
Powdered red pepper     
Crush onion rings.  Sprinkle fillets sparingly with seasoning salt and to taste with red pepper.  Dip fillets in the dressing.  Bread fillets with the crushed onion rings.  Place in a baking pan, grease or spray with a non-stick coating.  Bake in a preheated oven at 375 F for about 25 minutes, longer if fillets are thick.

Coach's Corner (By John Bridges)
Practice Tip - Simple Simon Says
     One of the biggest coaching problems is that we coaches talk too much. In order to keep a practice moving at light speed, keep your explanations as short as possible; use a subset of the players to demonstrate; set up the rest of the players and get them in action, stop after a few early attempts, demonstrate again and stop when needed thereafter.
       Now the big hint--start your setup small and keep your procedure simple,
gradually adding on the complexity as the players start to feel comfortable. This way, you do not have to give the complete history of the game of soccer to run a complex exercise that could be developed with a couple of short simple instructions, problem fixes and progressive enhancement. If your initial setup is too complex, you will spend half your practice trying to organize and explain it
