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Where can I register to vote? 

Registration applications may be obtained from either the local election official in your county or city, or through registration outreach programs sponsored by such groups as the League of Women Voters. In addition, you can also register to vote when applying for a driver’s license or identity card at State DMV or driver's licensing offices, State offices providing public assistance, State offices providing State-funded programs for the disabled, and at armed forces recruitment offices. 

Many States also offer registration opportunities at public libraries, post offices, unemployment offices, and at public high schools and universities. Colleges, universities, and trade schools participating in federal student loan programs also offer voter registration applications to enrolled students prior to general elections.

Finger Foods
Halloween Sandwich Figures

Eyeball Tacos
1 pound ground beef
1 package (10 3/4 ounces) TACO BELL HOME ORIGINALS Taco Dinner Kit
shredded lettuce
chopped tomatoes
sour cream
Mix meat and seasoning mix. Shape into 36 (1-inch) balls; place in 13x9-inch baking dish. Bake at 350 degrees F for 15 to 20 minutes or until cooked through. Fill each of 12 taco shells with 1 meatball, taco sauce, lettuce and tomato. Top with 2 additional meatballs dipped in sour cream. Garnish with sliced pitted ripe olives to create "eyes."
Make-ahead tip: The meatballs can be made ahead and frozen in zipper-style plastic freezer bag. To reheat, open bag slightly; microwave on HIGH 2 minutes.

Bat Wings
2 pounds chicken drummettes (about 24)
2 tbsp. honey
2 tbsp. ketchup
1tbsp. red pepper sauce
1 tbsp. Worcestershire sauce
Paprika
2/3 cups ranch dressing

Heat oven to 350°. Line jelly roll pan, 15 1/2x10 1/2x1 inch, with aluminum foil. Remove skin from chicken.
Mix honey, ketchup, pepper sauce and Worcestershire sauce in resealable plastic bag. Add chicken. Seal bag and refrigerate, turning occasionally, at least 15 minutes but no longer than 24 hours.
Place chicken in pan; sprinkle with paprika. Bake uncovered about 30 minutes or until crisp and juice of chicken is no longer pink when centers of thickest pieces are cut. Serve with dressing.
Note: More and more kids like spicy food these days, but for younger kids, you can decrease the amount of red pepper sauce and add a little more honey and ketchup.
