Poetic Devices in Hamlet

· Sift through all five acts of Hamlet and write down 25 lines (they may be just one physical line or several) that demonstrate any of the poetic devices listed on the “Beware the Devices!” poetic devices handout (on website – Seniors page, not Honors page).  You must include lines from all five acts.
· Please organize your assignment by device; that is, put all the lines that are metaphors together, all the personification examples together, etc.  (In some cases, lines demonstrate several devices at once!  Do your best – put them in one category sot that things make sense to Mrs. tate and don’t drive her further into madness!)
· Write out each line you choose, in its entirety.  Don’t cut off lines before they end with punctuation.
· Explain ​why the line is a metaphor, or whatever.  So, for example, if Macbeth says, “Sleep!  That knits up the ravell’d sleave of care”, than one would write something like:  Here, Macbeth is comparing sleep to a article of clothing – a sleeve in particular – that has come unraveled.  Each day “unravels” us a bit, but sleep knits us back together.
