Speech – Practice and Delivery Tips!
1. Read your speech out loud as many times as you can.

2. Memorize as much as you can – especially the introduction.

3. TIME your practices to be sure you are not too short or too long (5-8 minutes is all!)

4. Practice WITH your visual aid.

5. Practice for an audience – older siblings, parents, friends who are juniors or seniors – take their advice and incorporate it into your delivery.

6. Write in (use a highlighter) places you need to pause, and places you need to be louder or softer. For example, if you just can’t seem to pause long enough in one place, on your speech write: (pause! count to 4 slowly) above or below the place where you need to pause. If the directions are written on your speech, you’ll do a better job.

7. If you can, tape or videotape yourself so you can see/hear how you sound!

8. Use the comments from your mini speech to help you improve.

9. Breathe! Don’t forget to allow yourself lots of time for oxygen. Remember to breathe slowly during your speech and pause a lot! It is better to go too slow than too fast.

10. Be REALLY prepared! The more you know your speech, the more confident you will be – the more confident you are, the less nervous you will be!

· Speak slowly, and clearly, with emphasis and variety in voice.

· Use gestures, and body language fore effect.

· Know their speech well enough to address the audience directly, OFTEN
