Poetry Joy!
Your (wee) Poetry Project
Between “IsmS” and the Harlem Renaissance, there is. . . poetry!  Actually, this is not literally between the two, but within them.  Some of the most powerful literature ever (that is,  in the world, in the “IsmS” packet, in existence, etcetera) is poetry, which is why you need to spend more time looking at it.  (Plus, the next time anyone asks you, “Hey, do you have a poetry portfolio?”  You can say, “Well. . . yes actually, I do.”  

Directions:  Compile a poetry portfolio using the components below.  You may arrange them in any order, as long as:  
1) your cover and table of contents are items 1 and 2; 
2) your table of contents clearly and easily identifies which poem is which assignment;
3) each page of your portfolio has page numbers that correctly correspond with the table of contents page numbers and; 
4)you label each poem at the top so that Mrs. Tate will have no trouble deciding what is what.  Trouble in this department will make her A:  angry and peevish, perhaps belligerent; and B: give you a bad grade.  
Required Components:

1. Colorful Cover (could be the artwork in item 7,  but does not have to be)
2. Table of Contents – Title & type of each assignment and page number
3. Talking Back to ISMS Poem and Analysis

· Write one poem in which you emulate the style or voice of one ism or author
· Preceding this page in your portfolio, write a bullet point analysis showing similarities/differences between your poem and original ISMS poem.
· These items must be on facing pages of the portfolio.

4. Harlem Renaissance Found Poem (we’ll do this in class)
5. Original poem in Free Verse (a la Walt Whitman)
6. Song Lyrics –

· Find and print out school-appropriate lyrics to a song of your choice whose topic or tone connects to one of the ISMS.  
· Analyze the lyrics – see directions that follow
· These items must be on facing pages of the portfolio

7. Picture of American Artwork (by American Artist)  try www.theartchive.com (1800-1930) with analysis by you – see directions that follow
