1. * Describe two symbols in the work.  What do they stand for and why?   Please quote two passages and page for each symbol (four total).

2. Describe the main character’s/protagonist’s main realization regarding their situation.  When do they discover this, and what is their reaction? (If they don’t, discuss why they are blind to their own situation).

* Why does the main character react this way/have this opinion?
3. Describe your reaction to the main character’s situation/handling of situation.  Why do you feel this way?

4. Explain the main character’s family; are they supportive? Why or why not?   Do they contribute to the main character’s joy or sadness?

5. * Do you consider the conclusion triumphant, cathartic or hopeless or other?  Why? Explain using examples, and name your “other” where applicable.
6. * Explore the meaning of the title; why is it called this and how does this title lend richness, meaning, irony, (whatever) to the work as a whole? (In the case of Candide, what qualities of Candide’s make his name appropriate as a title; also, suggest an additional title Voltaire could have chosen.  Explain why your title would also lend richness, meaning, irony, etc. . . . (* please find a quote that explains/justifies the title of the other three).
