Directions and Formatting:
1. Find a quote that you find inspirational.  You must also know who said it, and if they are obscure, tell us what they were.  Mother Theresa, or Stephen Spielberg, for example, need no explanation, but most people do not know who Hippocrates was, so if your quote is by someone not well known, such as Hippocrates, you must also write that Hippocrates was an ancient Greek physician, one of the first doctors.
2. Once you find your quote, you must then write three anecdotes that support the meaning of the quote.

Your homework should look something like this when you finish – with quote at top, centered, and three anecdotes following.
According to a Chinese Proverb, “It is better to light a candle than to curse the darkness.”  Such advice suggests that instead of blaming others for our hardships or difficulties, we can brighten our worlds and ourselves by simply taking an action:  lighting a candle all by ourselves.
· Dr. Martin Luther King:  instead of living his life blaming others for the oppression of African Americans in our country, he devoted his life to effecting positive change for all African Americans. 
· In Spiderman, Peter Parker realizes that “With great power comes great responsibility”.  Instead of hiding away from the world and being depressed by his bizarre transformation into “spider man”, he uses his powers to fight for good in the world. 
· At the end of Romeo & Juliet, saddened by the tragic loss of their children, the Montagues and Capulets could use the deaths as additional fuel for their long-standing feud, but they don’t.  Instead, they resolve to let both family’s tragedies be a motivating force to understanding each other, therefore putting and end to their difference.
