Writing Tips: 

· Avoid I will prove, I believe, and I think statements.
· Avoid Clichés like: Life is like a box of chocolates. Don’t judge a book by its cover.
· Give your essay a SNAPPY TITLE!! (Bold and center it, but don’t put in quotes or underline.)

· Start your essay with something catchy: a quote, a story, an allusion, a rhetorical question.

· When you see a direct quote, always give credit to the speaker. 


Example: “Imagination is more important than knowledge” –Albert Einstein

· Avoid passive words and phrases. Instead of “I heard…” use “hearing the story…” instead of, “I thought”, use “thinking of…”

· Always mention title and author (or author and title) in your introduction.

· Refer to authors by their last names, only after you have introduced them once, by full name.
