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Another site of highly symbolic value is the Augustusplatz. Until 1968 a university church, the Paulinerkirche, was situated on the square. However, as happened in many East-German cities, the GDR regime wanted to  put a showpiece example of socialist architecture in its place. To make a new office tower for the university possible, the church was simply blown up. After the end of the GDR regime, two monuments remind of this demolition, and a discussion started whether the church should be rebuilt on the same spot. A discussion involving much more than just architecture and cultural heritage!
