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Leipzigs city centre was not destroyed as dramatically as many other German cities in World War II, but still the bombs of the allied forces destroyed several buildings. Because new construction has not yet replaced the destroyed buildings,  many open places can still be found in the centre. This gives artists the opportunity to add some colourful murals and political messages to the urban scenery.





In recent years a quite lively scene of bars, restaurants and theatres has developed in the city centre. But you have to know your way around the city to find them, because the nightlife is very concentrated in only a few streets. After the German reunification in 1990, these streets transformed into what the Germans call ‘Kneipenmeile’, streets in which almost every building has a bar or restaurant. Examples are the Barfüßgäßchen and Münzgasse in the centre and the Gottschedstraße , directly west of the centre. A bit further to the south, some streets in the Südvorstadt are an important subcentre for the Leipzig nightlife.
