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Some interesting monuments outside of the city centre…





The Bayerische Bahnhof, built in 1844 for trains between Leipzig and Bavaria. Now it is only still used for the local S-Bahn. Once there were plans for an underground connection  from the Haupt-bahnhof to this station, but they were never realised.





The double M at the entrance of the former site of the famous Leipziger Messe is still one of the city’s best known symbols. In the 1990s the Messe was moved to the northern edge of the city.





In 1813, the ‘Völkerschlacht’ (Battle of the Peoples) took place near Leipzig. It was the beginning of the end of Napoleons empire. 100 years later, the huge Völkerschlacht-denkmal and the Russische Gedächtniskirche were built in memory of this battle and the enormous loss of lives in it.
