COURSE DESCRIPTION:   
This course is an introductory study of the role of the community in corrections, community programs for adults and juveniles, administration of community programs, legal issues and future trends in community treatment with an emphasis on Texas institutions and correctional programs.

This is a hybrid class in which you will be required to spend 1 hour and 50 minutes in the classroom each week and the remainder of your time you will be involved in working on your classroom exercises outside of the class.  

TEXT:  Community-Based Corrections, Cromwell, Alarid, Del Carmen 7th ed.
Periodically, I will be providing supplemental material that is not found in your text and/or may assign additional reading.  I may also be showing some videotapes and have guest speakers.  You will be responsible for any information accordingly presented.

COURSE OBJECTIVES:

· Understand who the offenders are in the community and what are the basic functions of community corrections.
· Know what community corrections means and where it fits into the concept of the criminal justice system.

· Know the objectives and expectations of community corrections and some of the key controversies.

· Understand how community corrections has developed historically.

· Understand how the sentencing process works and the role of the pre-sentence investigation.

· Know what classification means and the various types of classification methods used in community corrections.

· Know each of the four main components of community corrections including diversion, parole, probation and intermediate sanctions.  
· Know the concept of risk management, case management and the role of the case manager.

· Know the common methods and programs available to treat offenders.

· Develop an understanding of the special issues involved in community supervision and what the future will hold for community corrections.

COURSE ORGANIZATION:

The course objectives will be achieved through a program of lectures, readings, class participation, videos, group exercises, presentations and examinations.

Since this is a hybrid course, you must have access to the Internet in order to enter a web page I have created.  This page can be reached through the following address:  www.geocities.com/mardockcj.  After entering this page, you will find several column headings each designating a specific course.  For this course, go to this link,  COMMUNITY CORRECTIONS and click on Announcements.  There, you will read about important information about the class, upcoming events, etc.  Later you will find quizzes that you need to take and additional assignment and class exercise materials, etc.  You should access this website regularly.
EVALUATION:

ATTENDANCE:  

You will be expected to attend all classes.  Role will be taken by your signing in on the attendance sheet during each class period.  If you fail to sign this attendance sheet, you will be counted as absent.   If you are late, you are not likely to be counted as present.  Also, if you are late to class, you are likely to miss important announcements and quizzes.  If you miss a class, it is recommended that you obtain notes for that class from another student.  I cannot provide you with copies of my notes so please do not ask.  In cases of an emergency you may contact me by email to advise me of your situation.  If you miss more than 3 classes, 10 points will be deducted from your total grade and you are subject to being dropped from the course. 
If you simply quit attending class before the final class and you are not officially withdrawn, you will receive a grade of "F".  The student is responsible for officially withdrawing from the course by timely notifying the Office of Admissions and Records.  

DISCUSSION:

You will not be graded on your participation in discussion.  However, I will assume that if you do not, you are either not interested or have not read the material.  I expect and welcome comments and questions relevant to the topic we are discussing and current issues in corrections,
CLASS EXERCISES:

We will be conducting at least 4 group exercises on various topics as noted in the class schedule.  These exercises will require participation by each group member and will require a written report to be presented to the class and then turned in.  These exercises will be worth 10 points each.  You will not receive the points if you do not participate.
QUIZZES;

There will be 10 quizzes each worth 10 points each.  These quizzes will cover the previous class material and the chapters assigned in the text.  The quizzes will be either multiple choice, short answer or fill in the blank.  The quizzes need to be copied, answered and then turned in during class on the specified date in order to get credit.
