Classroom Management Procedures

In our Kindergarten classroom one of our classroom management procedures is for the students to come in the class pick up their butterfly with their name on it and place it on the tree.  This system allows us to know that students are present and accounted for.   Students automatically know to come into the classroom and place their name on the tree.

Another management procedure if after we do our morning math.  When the bell rings students put up their materials and go to carpet and cross legs and put hands in lap.  We then begin DEAR time.

We also employ the 123 system when students are acting out in class we say one, which means they are to get quiet.  Two means they are to cross their legs and place hands in lap, Three, once quiet they are to wait for further instruction.
