Kindergarten

Topic: The Little Red Hen

Goals and Objectives

Students will sequence events of story, retell story and understand short e.

Objectives

Cognitive – Students will

1. Identify short e sound in words

2. Build background information and prior knowledge

3. sequence events in story

4. retell story

5. Identify who, what, where, how

Affective – Students will

1. Understand feelings of hen in story

2. Understand meaning of teamwork

3. Talk about how characters of the story felt

Psychomotor – Students will

1. Write thank you letters to parents

2. Draw and write sentences about the story

3. Do lab pages asssigned from story

Day One

Preview, predict and read The Little Red Hen.

Talk about flour, refer to previous story The Doorbell Rang.  

Day Two

Reread story acting out parts of story.  Talk about the hen and the other characters of story.  Discuss short e and it’s sound.  Identify words in story that have short e sound

Day Three

Do word web for short e from words in the story and other words they can think of.  Do lab pages for short e.  Draw and write sentences about story.

Day Four

Guided Reading

Use comprehension/critical thinking questions

1. What does the little red hen do with the seeds?

2. Who helps the little red hen plant the seeds

3. What do the little red hen’s friends do instead of helping her?

4. How does the little red hen feel about planting the seeds all by herself?

Talk about sequencing and characters, settings and the problem that needs to be solved

Science Integration

Ask students who have planted seeds what they look like when they sprout.  What is needed for them to grow.

Closure

Review story and high frequency words and short e.  Have students write sentences using short e words from story.

Preview, predict and read The Big Help.
