FAVORITE AUTHOR

For this month’s project, groups of students will be assigned a specific author. A suggested list of that author’s books will be given. Students in each group will choose a book written by that author. Each student in the group must choose a different book. This will require the students to check with each other to make sure that they are not reading the same book. 


Each student will write a summary of their book of at least 10 sentences, not to exceed ½ to 1 typed page (12-point, double spaced) or 1 – 1 ½ pages handwritten (cursive). Remember to include the story elements – characters, setting, problem, and solution. Please edit your work carefully, checking spelling, punctuation, spacing and proper paragraphing. At the top of your summary you will include the following information:

The written summary will be worth 10 points. The summary is due on ______________.


In Reading class, the students will break into groups, read their reports to each other, and discuss concepts that are common to each author’s work such as genre, theme, setting, characters, time period, etc. Participation in the group discussion is worth 5 points. Students will then be required to turn in a paper outlining their discoveries (one group effort worth 10 points). The total number of points to be earned on this project is 25.
