Say to the Israelites: ‘If anyone curses his God, he will be held responsible; anyone who blasphemes the name of the Lord must be put to death.  The entire assembly must stone him.  Whether an alien or native-born, when he blasphemes the Name, he must be put to death.’
–Leviticus 24:15, 16 (NIV)
Never Use God’s Name as an Oath
God’s name must never be used as an oath, as mild as the oath may seem to us.

God: ga, gad, golly, gosh, good God Almighty, good gracious, good grief, good Lord, goodness, goodness gracious, goodness me, good night, great Scott, egad (O God), drat (God rot!)

Oh my God: oh my, oh my goodness, omigosh

By God: by George, by Jove (Jehovah)

God damn: dadgummit, dagnab, doggone, god-awful (goddamned awful), gosh darn, gosh dang

Jesus: gee, jeez, gee whiz, gee whillikers, jeepers, jiminy, sheesh, golly gee (God Jesus)

Christ: crikey, criminy

Jesus Christ: jeepers creepers, jeez Louise, Jiminy cricket(s), jiminy Christmas, jinkies (? – origin unknown, from Scooby-Doo)
For Christ’s sake: for Chrissakes, for crying out loud, for Pete’s sake

Lord: lordy

God’s hooks (crucifixion nails): gadzooks

You shall not use or repeat the name of the Lord your God in vain [that is, lightly or frivolously, in false affirmations or profanely]; for the Lord will not hold him guiltless who takes His name in vain.
–Exodus 20:7 (Amplified)
Never Use God’s Name Carelessly: in Pat Phrases
God’s name must never be used in a thoughtless, careless manner.

“God bless you,” just because we think it’s socially required after a sneeze (use “gesundheit” instead, which means “healthy-ness” or simply “health”)

“God bless you,” as a thank you (almost exclusively by the older generation)

“God bless America,” as a catch-phrase
Wishing someone “Godspeed,” (lit. God prosper you) as they leave for a trip

*Note, the last three can be used reverently, but they are often uttered mindlessly.

Never Use God’s Name Carelessly: in Worship Songs or in Prayer
God’s name must be regarded with the utmost reverence.
“…in Jesus’ name I pray,” as a standard, obligatory prayer ending.

Any reference to God in a worship song when sung hypocritically or sung without solemn reverence.
