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Glorifying Our Parents and Glorifying Life

This morning, we begin our look at the second table, those commandments dealing with our inter-personal relationships.
Fifth Commandment

	Deuteronomy 5
Honor your father and your mother, as the LORD your God has commanded you, so that you may live long and that it may go well with you in the land the LORD your God is giving you.


This commandment was (most probably) at the top of the second tablet of stone.
If we would learn to glorify our parents (our authority), we would know naturally how to follow God appropriately and submit to authority later in life.

Note that this is the only commandment in the second table that is affirmative.

How do you read the word “honor” in this commandment?
Kebed is translated as “honor” when referring to a person but as “glory” when referring to God.

Kebed is the word used for God’s glory as in:

the glory of God that filled the temple, the glory of the Lord that was revealed to the people of Israel, the glory that had faded from Israel, God’s glory that passed by Moses

the earth is filled with His glory, King of glory, etc.
Kebed literally means heavy; therefore, the verb form means to make heavy or, figuratively, honorable, rich, numerous, or glorious.  Also, it implies the bestowing of [our own] glory (weight) on them.

Often, whether or not we think this exact thought, we consider our parents out of touch, but it’s our responsibility to make them cool by conferring on them our own glory/coolness.  

How frequently do we honor (glorify) our fathers and our mothers?  How frequently should we?
What do we do that doesn’t honor our fathers and our mothers? 1) openly disrespecting your parents, disobeying them, 2) being apathetic toward them even while obeying them.
What can we do to honor our fathers and our mothers more than we do? Actively obeying, respecting, and contributing to their glory.
How does glorifying your parents lead to your living a fuller life?  You are in their favor, they bless you, they keep you from harm/protect you, guide you

How long are we to obey this commandment—until we’re 18, 21, we move out?  Without ceasing
Until now, we’ve discussed glorifying our parents, but let’s think about this from the other perspective—being the type of parents that are worthy of honor and glory.

What things can we do now that would prepare us to be more worthy of honor or glory as parents when we become parents? Glorify your parents now, learn to seek God with a pure heart
	Ephesians 6:1-3
Children, obey your parents in the Lord, for this is right.  “Honor (i.e. esteem as valuable) your father and mother”—which is the first commandment with a promise—“that it may go well with you and that you may enjoy long life on the earth.”


In the Lord: 1) as long as the commands are aligned with the Lord’s commands, 2) as a reason: obey them in the Lord because the Lord has commanded it

Sixth Commandment
	Exodus 20:13

Do not murder.


	Matthew 5:21, 22

“You have heard that it was said to the people long ago, ‘Do not murder, and anyone who murders will be subject to judgment.’  But I tell you that anyone who is angry with his brother, will be subject to judgment.  Again, anyone who says to his brother, ‘Raca,’ is answerable to the Sanhedrin.  But anyone who says, ‘You fool!’ will be in danger of the fire of hell.”


Raca: you empty one or worthless person (slanderous, belittling speech)
You fool: moros whence we derive our word moron, meaning dull or stupid
“Raca” is a haughty taunting of our brother.  “You fool” speaks of a senseless man, a man without grace, which is a malicious condemning of him, as abandoned of God.

James says, O vain man; and Paul, Thou fool; and Christ himself, O fools, and slow of heart. But when it proceeds from anger and malice within, it is the smoke of that fire which is kindled from hell.
Why should saying to someone, “Raca,” or, “You fool,” be so very perilous?
