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Commandment 7: Do not commit adultery
Deuteronomy 5:18

You shall not commit adultery.
I would be foolish not to foresee that a good portion of what I say today has great potential of falling on a number of deaf ears no matter how many reasons I give, how much I emphasize, and how hard I underscore some points.
Matthew 5:28-30

27“You have heard that it was said, ‘Do not commit adultery.’ 28But I tell you that anyone who looks at a woman lustfully has already committed adultery with her in his heart. 29If your right eye causes you to sin, gouge it out and throw it away. It is better for you to lose one part of your body than for your whole body to be thrown into hell. 30And if your right hand causes you to sin, cut it off and throw it away. It is better for you to lose one part of your body than for your whole body to go into hell.

Both men and women are to blame for sexual immorality.
What role do men play?
· Men have an innate sex drive powered by hormones (androgens).  Therefore, they are prone toward sexual stimulation.  In order to get what they want, they ultimately play on women’s desire to feel valued.

What role do women play?
· Women want to feel special/be loved and, subsequently, get attention.  Therefore, they are prone to feeling unfulfilled without a guy who values and loves them.  So, in order to get a guy, they have to know what guys want: hotness (ultimately, sex), which means flirtation and showing skin and curves.  In order to get what they want—to feel special—they play on men’s hormones.

Virtually every woman wants to be beautiful, and virtually every man wants to possess beauty, and there is a ferocious undercurrent in the US that plays on this innate desire in both men and women.
