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God’s Desire
God desires all men to be saved
The Lord is not slow in keeping his promise, as some understand slowness. He is patient with you, not wanting anyone to perish, but everyone to come to repentance.  2 Peter 3:9 

[God our Savior] wants all men to be saved and to come to a knowledge of the truth.  1 Timothy 2:4


God’s Election, option 1
God elected (chose) to save and to damn specific individuals.
(known as dual election or double predestination)
Option 1 is inconsistent with God’s desire that everyone be saved because if He chose to damn any, He would be acting against His own good pleasure.

God’s Election, option 2:
God elected (chose) the way of salvation—faith in Jesus.
“For my Father’s will is that everyone who looks to the Son and believes in him shall have eternal life, and I will raise him up at the last day.”  John 6:40

Various instances of “everyone,” “whoever,” “anyone,” and “all who” Matthew 7:7, 8; John 3:16; 4:14; 7:37; Romans 1:16; 3:22; 10:13; et al.
Option 2 is consistent with God’s desire that everyone be saved because by determining the way of salvation God can offer salvation to all.  Yet He has given us the decision whether to accept or reject this faith.
