DESCRIPTION PARAGRAPHS
A description paragraph in EL102 is a description of a person, place, or visible object.  It should be organized spatially (in terms of the parts of the thing described).  This is NOT a description of a past event, but perhaps a place where something interesting happened.

THINGS TO THINK ABOUT

· What impression do I want to give about the topic?

· What are the parts of the topic?

· What describes/characterizes is the topic overall?

TRANSITION
Transition in a spatially organized description paragraph should include the parts of the object or place described.

DESCRIPTIVE ELEMENTS

A good descriptive paragraph creates clear image in the mind of the reader.  This requires that the writer be as thorough as possible in his/her description.  Try to use enough ADJECTIVES to vivify and PREPOSITIONS to clarify your writing.
