Imagine a world in which everyone is sick with cancer and disease.  In Vietnam, more and more people are sick because of this habit (We don’t yet know what “this habit” is.).   (“I think” isn’t needed.  OF COURSE it’s your opinion.)in general, smoking has several consequences.   (not needed)

First of all, smoking is unhealthy.  Smoking causes cancer and heart disease.  Millions of people die around the world because of smoking-related diseases. (still needs another more specific example or detail)  There are many kinds of cancer caused by smoking. (For example?)

Next, cigarettes help stimulate business (This is a positive statement, which is not the focus of the essay).  However, cigarettes are not cheap.  They can cost a lot of money after a long time (Don’t simply repeat the same idea; provide a specific example).  Medical insurance is expensive too (not completely relevant).  Medical treatment for smokers cost lots and lots of money (still not specific enough, needs details).


Finally, our families suffer when smokers are sick and die.  My grandmother died due to cancer (Under what circumstances?  For what reasons?), and my sister was very upset (How upset?).  The families have to go to the hospital and the funeral (A disconnected idea).
In conclusion, smoking is bad (Bad is too general; remind the reader of the factors).  It hurts our health, and takes away smokers’ money (This summary is missing the idea about families’ suffering).   Smoking should be banned. (This sentence should a little more developed.)

Imagine a world in which everyone is sick with cancer and disease.  Actually, in some places where smoking is common, that isn't too far from reality.  In Vietnam, it seems like everyone smokes, and there have been increasing numbers of deadly health problems as a result of this habit.  in general, the health problems, high costs to individuals and society, and the general suffering are the most harmful effects of smoking (State explicitly what kind of effects those are).


First of all, smoking is unhealthy.  Everyone knows that smoking causes cancer and heart disease.  (For example?)  However, in addition to the possibility of illness is the general lack of health.  Smokers don’t seem to exercise much; it’s hard to exercise when your lungs are filled with black, sticky tar.  It seems that smoking hurts one's health for a lifetime, not just at the end. (still needs one solid, specific example or some numbers)

Next, although the cigarettes themselves help stimulate business for the tobacco industry, in general, smoking is costly for society as well as individuals.  Cigarettes are not cheap, and nicotine addicts can spend as much as a thousand dollars a year just for cigarettes.  Sick smokers can spend a lot of money in medical expenses.  (Needs a specific statement) Governments have to pay for them too. (For example?)  That means a lot of money is being wasted. (Is this necessary?  Perhaps combinable?)

Another effect is the suffering of friends and family (How?).  When my grandmother got cancer, we weren't really surprised since she was a lifelong smoker, but that didn't reduce our pain (How was it painful?  What were the emotional/psychological effects? ).  Now, imagine the same story for the millions of people each year.

No one wants to think about the consequences of their actions now, but if smokers are really concerned about themselves, their families, and their communities, they may want to reconsider their habit.
