GIVING EXAMPLES
· Examples are important in writing since they make your writing vivid.  They amplify your ideas.  College writing without good examples is like a painting of a natural scene without color, boring and unclear.

· Examples can be introduced in the middle of sentences, or they can be introduced in separate sentences.  For each type, there is a different kind of punctuation.

· NOTE: Don’t use the word “like” when you write to mean “such as”.  “Like” is generally for speaking; it’s informal.  Instead, just use some of the following expressions.

(These start new sentences that show examples.  The first two are introductory clauses, so they are capitalized and have commas after them, and a COMPLETE sentence follows them.  The third starts with a subject.)
