HOW TO PASS EL104 (or any college course)
· Take notes.
(Write or record class information.  Taking notes means that you are ACTIVELY LISTENING.)

· Participate in class.

(Learning comes from asking questions OR solving problems, not just spending time in class.  Ask questions when you don’t understand something.  Be active during in-class exercises.  You will learn more that way, and doing these things makes class more interesting to you AND me.)

· Come to class on time, especially on test days or when assignments are due.

(Being late and missing class can lower your grade because you may miss information, scores for late assignments and tests are reduced, and it hurts your participation grade.)

· Turn in all assignments ON TIME

(In my class, grades for late assignments are automatically reduced).

· Do the assignments for class BEFORE class starts.

(Explanations in class help you MUCH, MUCH more than when you have never looked at the assignments.)
· Pay attention to REPEATED MISTAKES that you make.  Try to understand WHY you make them and HOW to avoid them.

(Mistakes are ultimately what keep your scores down.)
