Preparing for the Midterm – CHIN 422 – Spring 2007
The midterm exam in CHIN 422 will be given on Thursday, March 15.  The exam will consist of three parts.

A. Several sentences in which you must identify glosses, parts of speech, translation. (15-20 minutes)

B. Three slightly modified questions from the previous quizzes. (15-20 minutes)

C. Three or four entirely new questions. (20-30 minutes)
The following are things you can do to prepare for the exam.

· Review the quizzes and the feedback I gave you on them.

· Review the key terms and concepts from “Chinese: an Essential Grammar” (including in-class notes and the online file of grammatical terms).

· Skim through both “Chinese: an Essential Grammar” and “A Practical Chinese” grammar.  Some of the issues and data may appear on the test.
· Pay attention to the presentations that your classmates give on Tuesday, March 13.

Here are some additional comments on the exam.

· In particular, when you describe the data, you must be able to apply analytical skills using the grammatical concepts that we have explored so far this semester.
· The test will contain language which is related to the glossary from “Chinese: an Essential Grammar,” but there may be new terms (which will be explained on the test).
