· Effects of European colonialism (increasing importance of trade; involvement of overseas Chinese in Southeast Asia; struggle for Chinese political strength)

Varieties of Chinese

· More variety in the South; less in the north: process and reasons.

· Focus on Fujian and Guangdong: southern ports and overseas Chinese

· Real language samples (1-numbers, 2-greetings, 3-movie clip)

· Other language issues (grammar and lexicon)

Fujian (old name: Fukien) province Zhenghe:  Min and Minnan: Hokkien/Fukienese, Taiwanese, Teochow/Chaozhouhua
Canton / Guangdong province: Yue, Cantonese (Hong Kong, Macau, Guangzhou, many overseas Chinese), Toisanese (earliest US Chinatowns were made up of Toisanese)

Cho Lon “Big Market”, 500,000 Chinese, Cantonese, Lingua Franca among Chinese, past few centuries
