PARAGRAPH GRADING
· Grading of paragraphs in EL102 is based on three general aspects.  Each time you write a paragraph at home or in class, consider each of these issues before you turn it in.
CONTENT (30 points)


Topic sentence (It is there, it is complete, and it is properly related to the paragraph.  Spend more time with this sentence than with others.)


Content (It is complete.  It is in a logical order.  It is relevant and clearly related to the topic sentence.)

Conclusion (It is there, and it is related to the paragraph topic and contents.) 
GRAMMAR (60 points)


Subjects (Each sentence MUST have a subject.  Sometimes, it’s just “it” or “there”.  Always check for subjects in sentences.)

Subject-verb agreement (Does the first verb in a sentence need an ‘-s’ or not?)

Verbs (tense and voice)

Determiners and Nouns (Count or non-count, singular or plural)

Sentence Variety (Using the same sentence pattern ten times does not demonstrate mastery of English grammar.)
MECHANICS (10 points)


Indented paragraph


Double spaced paragraph

Sentences clearly separated (capital letters, period)


Punctuation (no Run-on sentences, comma splices, or fragments)

Spelling (If you’re not sure, check your dictionaries.)
