A file must be submitted to me with both students’ names, and handouts must be distributed to the entire class.  Each presentation should include the following.

(1) A brief overview of the language issue
(2) Some representative sentences of the language issue and explanation
(3) A few samples of ungrammatical samples and explanation
The text does not need to be highly technical, but it must include some standard grammar terminology (such as that from our textbooks) and be as explicit as possible.
