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“A Short History of China and Southeast Asia”

Chapter 1
· Consider the idea of the history of culture in the political realm in the East/Southeast Asian region.

· Look for specific examples of the effects of a worldview in intercultural relations.

· THEME: sociolinguistic contact

Chapter 2

· Understand the Zhou view of Heaven 天, the Son of Heaven 天子, and the Heavenly Mandate 天命. 
· Know the key concepts of Confucianism.

· Know the way the Chinese categorized themselves and the Non-Chinese (“barbarians”) around them.

· Understand the concept of a “tribute state.”

· THEME: Sinosphere and spread of Chinese culture

Chapter 3

· Know the time when Chinese political domination spread south.
· Be able to give specific examples of trade objects between Southeast Asia and China.

· Know about the early peoples (which ethnolinguistic groups) the Chinese came into contact with.

· Know the names of some of the major civilizations of Southeast Asia (e.g., Funan, Champa, Dai Viet).

· Know about the spread of Indian culture in Southeast Asia.

· Understand the Indian model for government (the “mandalas”) and how this worldview allowed for acceptance of the assertion of Chinese political dominance.

· Have a general knowledge of the spread of religion and growing trade in the Chinese/Southeast Asian region.

· Know the key issues that distinguish Vietnam from other Southeast Asian nations.

· THEME: Complex sociolinguistic contact (Chinese and Indian)

Chapter 7
· Have a general understanding of the ancient Chinese rhyming dictionaries (historical periods, dictionary content).

· Understand the concept of fǎn qìe 反切.

· Know about the potential complications of what the dictionaries represented in terms of dialectal variety and sounds of Middle Chinese.

· Know about the development of research of Middle (Ancient) Chinese and Old (Archaic) Chinese.

· Gain some general knowledge about the sound system of Chinese.

· THEME: Historical linguistics

Chapter 8

· Know the concept of simplified characters and traditional characters.

· Look for information about developments of orthographies (writing systems) in Japan, Korea, and Vietnam.

· THEME: language contact and assertion of Non-Chinese cultural identity
