Lasts weeks lesson was on computer components and building a theoretical computer. This week we will use the information that we learned last week to put together a flyer in MS Word. This flyer will contain text, graphics and a Spreadsheet containing a cost break down for their computers. 
Objective One 

Students will design a sales flyer advertising the computer that they want to build and sell. This flyer will look professional. 
Objective Two

Students will create a Spreadsheet containing a cost breakdown of their computer parts and volume discounts. 

Objective Three
Students will learn how to integrate an excel Spreadsheet into a word document
Problem
We are now in the computer business now that we understand the requirements to build a computer we are going to start selling them. In order to sell these computers we need to advertise. Using the information learned in the last lesson students will create a professional looking sales flyer for their computer build. These flyers will have up to date prices and graphics. Students will consider issues such as volume discounts, profit margins, warranty information. 
Problem Data
The data will be provided through last week’s lesson and some new information off of the Web. 

Data Manipulation 

Students will use the data that they gathered to generate a sales flyer and a simple excel spreadsheet. 

Activities Before Computer Use

We will discuss the project and determine a grading Rubric and the project requirements. We will then go over the various technical skills needed to complete the project. Students will also be given a chance to decide on how they want to organize their data on their flyer. 
Activities During Computer Use
Students will use Word, Excel, and the Web to complete their projects

Activities After Computer Use

We will discuss any problem areas that the students encountered during the exercise. We will also discuss what methods seemed to work best or better.   
Results Presentation
Students will present their flyer to the class providing the class with the information that they deemed important.
Assessment
The Students will be assessed by the rubric created at the beginning of the project.
