One of the articles that I chose is about becoming a facilitator. This article is located here http://www.4teachers.org/testimony/webb/ . In this article the author talks about how she went from being a teacher to becoming a facilitator for her students. In this article she talks about how she now lets the students decides about what and how they want to research something. Essentially she relinquished some of her control over what the students do in order to provide them with a better learning environment. She now acts like a guide in which the students can go to for help or what they are initially going to study. A major point of this article is that she listens to her students on what they want to do and discuss this allows the students to somewhat control where the lectures will take them. In order to do this the teacher has to guide the students into the lessons however once there the students can discover the topic on their own. By providing the students with computers to use for their lessons the student are beginning to realize that the computer is a tool that can be used to complete tasks in a more efficient way. 
While Not specifically about computer my second article can be adapted to a computer class. This second article is about the use of whiteboard to facilitate student discussion and learning activities. The whiteboards are used as a tool just the same way that a computers is. They can be used for group discussions or for the sharing of ideas. Computers can be used in the same manor. Allowing the students to generate their own ideas about a subject allows the teacher to build on the students already y known knowledge. The article briefly discusses that the teacher needs to be the facilitator during these activities. In being the facilitator the teacher needs to monitor the student’s progress and probe them for more information. While monitoring the students activities the teacher can tell if the subject needs clarification to the students, or if the students seam to comprehend the subject better. 
The big movement in the schools today is teaching the students to think for themselves, by the teacher becoming the facilitator. This is not always the case in that some schools are teaching to the test or teaching their students how to become better test takers for all of the high stakes testing that is going on. When teachers become a facilitator their students will have a better chance of being able to use the tools provided to them and think for themselves to solve problems.
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
