Computers are the tool of the future and learning how to build or repair them is something that will be very beneficial to students in the future. In this lesson we will discuss the major components in a computer. After the discussion the student will use the internet to look for pictures of these components and place the pictures into a Photostory show. 

Objectives

Objective one. Students will learn about the various standards including memory speed, processor type, and motherboard requirements.
Objective two. The students will use this information to build a theoretical computer 

Objective three. Using the information gathered the students will then search for pictures of the components included in their computer build. They then will design a photostory presentation showing the individual components included in their computer.
Problem

Problem Nature

When it comes to building a computer there are several technical requirements that must be followed. Understanding which components are compatible with each other and how to get to this information is critical. 

Problem Data 

Will be provides through the web and the textbook

Data manipulation

Students will save images of the computer components included in their computer. Using these images they will build a photostory presentation including information about the component in the presentation.

Activities Before Computer Use

Using the textbook we will discuss the various computer components. This will include discussions about the various terminologies and standards. We will also disassemble a computer while discussing the various components.
Activities During Computer Use

Students will use sites like Newegg.com to gather the information needed for their presentation.

Activities After computer use

We will rebuild the computer that we took apart and make sure that it still works

Results Presentation

Students will show their photostory presentations to the rest of the class and discuss why they chose the components for their computer build. 

Later on in the semester we will build a computer using the items that we learned during this lesson.

Assessment
The students will be graded on having all of the components needed to make a computer run. Grading Will be based on a Rubric which will have a list of the various components needed in their computer.
