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Course Objectives:

Students will develop a basic knowledge of Spanish by being able to…

· Engage in conversation, express feelings, emotions, and opinions

· Understand simple written and oral language on a variety of topics

· Present ideas and information in simple written form

· Gain knowledge and understanding of Latino culture

· Compare the language with their own

Methodology:

The course will include conversations in Spanish, listening comprehension, written practice, literary readings and culture activities.  Activities will consist of traditional lessons, songs, skits, games, videos, films, oral reports, culture projects and writing projects.

Exams/ Quizzes:  There will be an exam at the end of each chapter.  Students will be informed in advance about the exam.  Students will be quizzed at the end of each lesson and will be informed the day before.  At times the students will receive pop quizzes, so studying the material nightly is important.

Portfolio:  In a binder with dividers, students will keep a portfolio.  The portfolio is divided into 3 sections:  1. bell ringers 2. homework 3.  notes, class work, worksheets, and projects.  These will all be kept in chronological order. This portfolio will be collected and graded one to two weeks before the end of each quarter.  The portfolio is cumulative; i.e. 4th quarter will have 1st, 2nd, & 3rd.

Homework assignments:  Students will receive homework daily.  It must be fully completed by the following day for the student to receive full credit (10 points).  The homework will be checked for full completion at the start of class or collected per teacher’s decision. Late work is accepted one day late for half credit (5 points) needs to be fully completed.  If the homework is not fully completed or turned in, the homework will be counted as a zero.  Expect to spend 30 minutes on the work.  

Classroom participation: Students have the opportunity to join in class discussions, activities, homework review, partner and group activities.  Asking and answering questions in Spanish is strongly encouraged. Classroom behavior, preparation, and attendance affect the students’ participation grade.  Orals will be given periodically throughout the year.  Bell ringers will be given each day for 10 points credit.  These are check every week.

The semester grade is determined by

40% First (third) quarter

40%   Second (fourth) quarter

20% Final exam

The student must present the teacher with a note signed by the parent and stamped by the attendance office.  It is the students’ responsibility to determine what they have missed.
