Progress on the water projects

Shortly after my last newsletter, DIGESA informed us that due to instructions from bosses in Lima, they would not after all be carrying out the water projects in Nuevo Milagro and Guillermo. As you can imagine, this was a serious discouragement for the villagers, as they had understood that the projects were confirmed and about to begin.

We (LS) explained the situation to Tearfund, and they told us we could submit a special application for funding for the water projects. We prepared and submitted an application in March. In the last week of March Tearfund confirmed that they would provide the special funding for comprehensive water projects in both villages!!

Since then we informed the villages of the good news, and have signed contracts with them, identifying responsibilities of the Luke Society and villagers. The projects officially start this month, and we are making final preparations to start (see prayer requests). We will be following the technical plans that DIGESA produced.

Bella Aurora and the ‘Shalom’ centre

Recently a Christian brother from the Assemblies of God Church in Moyobamba (Walter) has offered his property (ecological gardens and what used to be a 

restaurant) to be used by local Churches for different 

events. He wants it to be used as a Christian meeting and 

fellowship centre, ‘An oasis of peace and love for the whole of the Christian family in Moyobamba… a 


backwater of peace, in harmony with nature’. He has asked me to help in promoting the centre. It is also very close to Bella Aurora, and each Sunday morning now we are meeting there with the children. Since it has more space, we’ve also been able to invite more children from the local area, and there are now about 25 regulars.
Other news

In February I travelled to Lima for the annual Latin Link Peru team conference, which was very refreshing and interesting. I was also able to get to know Latin Link missionaries who work in Cuzco and Arequipa. 

In March, some friends came up to Moyobamba from Lima (Renato and Jackeline - dentists, and Joanna) and carried out a dental campaign in the villages, fluorising children’s teeth and teaching about good dental care. Also in March, 11 Tearfund volunteers visited the Luke Society and Nuevo Milagro village, to see the work.

I’m enjoying being part of a small Wednesday evening group, studying and discussing different themes. Juan, the group leader, has an amazing testimony. During the years of terrorism in Peru, he was in a special unit of the Peruvian army, fighting the Shining Path guerrillas. One of his responsibilities involved torturing terrorists to get information out of them. However, on leaving the army and returning to Moyobamba 7 years ago, he was invited to the Rios Church where he gave his life to Christ, and he says that God has completely changed his character.

Please thank the Lord for the provision of funding for the water projects in Guillermo and Nuevo Milagro, and pray as we start the building work with the villagers. Please pray that we would quickly find a suitable civil engineer to direct the concrete construction work; and that we would be able to share God’s truth and love, working with villagers on the project.

Please pray for the work of the Moyobamba Gideon camp, which will be distributing 37,000 testaments in the coming few months (there are about 8 members).
